In accordance with §4, No. 3 VOB/B, the contractor is obliged to communicate his concerns to the client over the intended implementation.
Due to this duty of disclosure, we hereby raise concerns about:

Large format pavement and slabs of the company ................................ are under traffic burden.

After reviewing the construction documentation and supplementary information on traffic management, hazardous areas are created in
the areas of movement due to the shifting or twisting of the surface elements. The MFG leaflet (for large format slabs or pavement made of concrete/natural stone) was published in 1/2014 by the German FGSV (Forschungsgesellschaft für Straßen- und Verkehrswesen – Research Association for Road and Transportation). This leaflet, marked with the suffix “R2”, states that the version is “state of the art”. For the above reason, we have considered the following sections of the drawing documents (..........) to be at risk. Due to increasing dynamic stresses, the avoidance of shifts, twists or even damage (edge chipping) in these areas cannot be ensured. Despite the provided technical planning of the structural superstructure, there may always be unforeseeable additional temporary overloads (for example, changed traffic routing).
In this case, additional measures should be taken
against shifts (e.g. ground anchors) in accordance with the recommendation of the FGSV. In principle, the anchors are only used in the areas where the hazard occurs. The convention is to fix the anchors as precisely as possible at these points.
In order to avoid a delay in the construction work, we ask you for an immediate examination and
a written statement of how to proceed further.
For further information, please do not hesitate to contact us.
Until your response, work will only be carried out to the extent that no damage can occur. At the same time, we would like to point out that we are exempted from guarantee and liability for subsequent damages as well as claims of third parties according to §13, No. 3 VOB/B, if you unjustly reject our concerns and this results in defect or damage.
